The concert starts at 6.30pm at the academy, at 81 Lakeside Drive, Joondalup, with
Constable Care arriving beforehand to greet the young ones.

“2006 marks the Police Pipe Band's 40" anniversary and the dancers are fantastic. Right
before the fireworks, there’ll be a lone piper on the ramparts.”

Other performers include singers Belinda Lush and Constable Andrea Taylor, while
Aboriginal Police Liaison Officer Jeremy Garlett will perform on didgeridoo with the Aboriginal
dancers.

Because the concert will be held on the parade ground, patrons are encouraged to bring
folding chairs, although some mats will be provided for children and others who wish to use
them. It is a non-alcohol event, but people are encouraged to bring picnics. Snacks and
drinks will be available for purchase.
